A. Cocking the Air Rifle HANDLE

B. Putting the Air Rifle On Safe

Step 3. Pumping the Air Rifle

A. Put the rifle on safe. (Step 2)

B. Open the forearm all the way until it stops. (Fig. 3)
Close it with a smooth stroke using the heel of your
hand. Don't pinch hand or fingers when the forearm FOREARM
closes. Keep your finger off thetriggefwﬂile pumping.

C.Be sure to use at least 2 pumps {o prevent the barrel
from jamming with a pellet.

D. Do not twist forearm while pumping. Use straight
strokes to prevent breakage.

When
you are sure of your target and backstop and the

area around the target is clear, take the rifie off safe

and squeeze the trigger to fire.

« When lubricating your air rifie, use our #088 Lubricating Oil (available for order from the factory). DO
NOT use gun oil or any other oil which contains solvents.

. Both the barrel and tube are made of a rust resistant, hard, non-ferrous alloy and require no special
treatment.
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« Only the pump lever pivot point, crosshead pivot point, and the lever pivot rivet should occasionaily be
oiled LIGHTLY (one or two drops). Don't over-oil. This can cause damage to your rifle. (Fig. 9)

if the accuracy of your rifie falls off, run a firm but free fitting patch through the barrel. Be sure to use
a cleaning rod of the proper size that will not damage the barrel.

Tampering with the gun or attempts to change the gun in any way make it unsafe to use. if you drop
your gun, check it to see that it works properly before you use it again. if anything seems changed, like
a shorter or weaker trigger pull, this may mean worn out or broken parts. Don't use it again until you've
had it checked by our factory service department.
